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The Colville, a' large river
flowing northward - from . the
Brooks Range to the Arctic Oc-
ean, is the west boundary of
the Arctic Wildlife Range.

This little. known river has
become an important  place
name . with the discovery of
‘Alaska’s north slope oil.

The. river. was named by ex-
plorers of the Hudson Bay Com-.
pany for: Andrew Colville, an
official of the company.
