Book. ‘The States and Their Indians’

Five thousand copies of “The
States and Their Indian Citizens™
were sold by the Superintendent
of Documents between January

and August 1973, Because of

the demand, the book has been
reprinted and is available once
again.

The Indians — with their tra-
ditional independence, resource-
fulness, and close ties to nature

provide the United States
with its unique character, some
authorities say. Their relation-
ship to the land, their neighbors,
state, and local governments is
the subject of “The States and
Their Indian Citizens.”

“This study comes at a time
of critical review of the relation-
ship between the various govern-
ments in our federal system and
malies a significant contribution

to our understanding,” Secretary
of the Interior Rogers C.B. Mor-
ton says in the foreward of this
book.

The author is Dr. Theodore

W. Taylor, former deputy Com- -

missioner of the Bureau of In-
dian Affairs. He did most of the
research and writing on the book
while a Federal Executive Fellow
at the Brookings Institution,
Washington, D.C.

The  Secretary  continues:
“The conflict in the Indian com-

munity as to the desirability of

special federal services to urban
Indians is explored. Indeed, the
general policies and philosophies
discussed in this study may sig-
nificantly contribute to a great-
2r understanding of the relation-
ship between ethnic minorities
and the general population as

to options available for future
growth of our federal system in
general.

“Taylor discusses the nature
of self-determination in relation-
ship  to trust  responsibility,
whether the non-Indian society
has a perpetual obligation to the
original Americans, 'the impact
of subsidies, and the responsi-
bilities  residing with Indian,
State, and Federal Govern-
ments.” .

The appendix contains an
analysis of the special messages
on Indians to the Congress by
both President Johnson and Pres-
ident Nixon and a table that
shows by State the acres of In-
dian  land, population, and
whether Indian children are ed-
ucated by public or federal
schools.
