trail tlingit dancers from ju-
neau and possibly dancers from
st marys

these will be moose caribou
reindeer muktukmiktuk dried fish sal-
mon eskimo ice cream and
beaver tail

it is expected that the pot-
latch will provide a good oppor-
tunity for old friends and rela-
tives to get together the fair-
banks native association has
extended an invitation to any
and all persons particularly na-
tive alaskansalaskasAla skans to attend
