In addition, the Alaskn senator noted
that during the month of May, the
Codfish Corp, will also begin the first
stages of opening commercinl sales in
the sali codfish market. One
hundred metric tons of salted codfish
are scheduled 1o be shipped directly
from Duich Harbor 1o Portugal, he
sand.
