point began to move a few
seconds later but the effect was
localized. At Adak, a slight
movement was reported - but
closer by at Unalaska no move-
ment was felt.

The initial shock measured
7.0 on the Richter scale. A
tsunami wamning for the Aleu-

tian islands was cancelled 25

minutes after the blast when
aftershocks had 'already died
down.

The test, which generated
wide protest both in Alaska and
the rest of the United States
and Canada, changed few minds.
Many islanders continued to fear
later radiation leakage, though
there was no airborn radiation.

Opponents to the blast lost
a last minute appeal when the
Supreme Court decided 4-3
Saturday morning in favor of
going ahead with the test. En-
vironmentalists and  Aleutian
islanders claimed the blast posed
a threat of possible earthquakes,
tidal waves and danger to marine
life.

James R. Schlesinger, chair-
man of the Atomic Energy Com-
mission, arrived on the island
two days before the blast with
his wife and two of their eight
children.

During the blast, observers
on the island reported no unex-
pected ground motion. The two
Schiesinger children were repor-
ted unperturbed by the blast
effects.

Of the Aleutian Islands, only
Adak reported any ground mo-
tion.

The blast Saturday tested the

clear explosions in other parts
of the world.

In October 1969, the one
megaton Milrow blast was ex-
ploded ‘as a ‘calibration blast’
for the Cannikin test.

AEC officials have said no
other tests are foreseen in the
immediate future on Amchitka.

By the time. it leaves the
island, the' AEC expects to have
spent $200 million on Cannikin
and Milrow.
