Road. The $3 million campus
includes five buildings with 120,
000 square feet of floor space.

Eugene F. Short, dean of the
college, said the ACC library
with 32,000 volumes was moved
to the new campus in two and
one-half days. He said the college
would be moving into its new
buildings in phases.

The complex indudes facil-
ities for general classrooms, vo-
cational-technical courses, admm-
istrative offices, library and a
future food service unit.

Short said the college operates
the year around with two 14-
week semesters and a 13-week
summer semester.
